TEST 1 STUDY QUESTIONS

Your test next Thursday (Oct. 5) will consist of three sections. In the first section, you will be required to do some fill in the blanks worth a total of 20%. The second section will require you to write two (of three or four) short answer essays (of a paragraph each) worth a total of 30%. The third section will require you to write one long essay of four-five pages, double-spaced. The question for the long essay will be chosen from among the following set. More specifically, I will put two of the questions provided below on your exam and you will have to answer one of them. The essay will be worth 50%. I will grade you on your writing skills as well as on the content of your essay. Hence, pay attention to spelling, grammar, and to the coherent and logical flow of your essay. Good luck.

1. Describe the four dichotomies and show what positions Democritus and Aristotle advocated with respect to those dichotomies. 

2. Explain Plato’s Image of the Divided Line and relate it to the Allegory of the Cave. 

3. What was Parmenides’ argument against the possibility of change? Why, or in what way was this argument effective against the theory of Thales? How did Democritus eventually resolve the problem Parmenides raised?

4. Why was Hippocrates considered the father of medicine? Explain his theory pointing out the connections he made with the theory of Empedocles, health, the seasons, and the food we eat. Indicate why Hippocrates’ theory, though false, was accepted for so long.
