Your final test is scheduled for April 15 from 2-4 pm in CE 325. The test will cover material only since your last test. It will consist of three sections. In the first section, you will be required to do some fill in the blanks worth a total of 20%. The second section will require you to write two (of three or four) short answer essays (of a paragraph each) worth a total of 30%. The third section will require you to write one long essay of four-five pages, double-spaced. The question for the long essay will be chosen from among the following set. More specifically, I will put two of the questions provided below on your exam and you will have to answer one of them. The essay will be worth 50%. I will grade you on your writing skills as well as on the content of your essay. Hence, pay attention to spelling, grammar, and the coherent flow of your essays. Remember as well that your answers must take into account relevant course readings and class discussion.


1. According to Brock, what are the pros and cons of reproductive cloning? 

2. Describe the Nazi eugenics program. According to Glover, what lessons do we need to learn from it?

3. Is therapeutic touch a legitimate treatment? Discuss in terms of the reading from Stewart and class discussion.

4. Is virtual sex more like fantasy, pornography or ‘physical sex’? How does the answer to this question affect the issue of the morality of ‘virtual rape’?
