Test 1 Study Questions

Winter term, 2012

Test 1 of this term will be written next Friday, February 3. Material to be covered includes all the material on euthanasia, the treatment or non-treatment of newborns, and research ethics. That is, the material covered in the first 4 classes of the winter term. The exam will consist of three sections. The first section will require you to do 10 ‘fill in the blank’ questions each of which will be worth 2 points for a total of 20 points. The second section will require that you write two very short essays of a paragraph worth 15 points each for a total of 30 points. The third section will require a long essay of 4-5 pages (double spaced). Two of the questions provided below will appear on your exam and you will have to answer one of them. Your answer must be written in proper essay form paying attention to spelling, grammar, and coherent flow. You will be graded on form as well as content. It will be graded out of 50.

1. Critically discuss the current law in the Netherlands regarding (active) euthanasia and physician assisted suicide. (Make certain you refer to relevant course readings such as Callahan, Keown, and Battin.) 

2. Critically discuss Battin’s arguments in support of euthanasia. Do you agree with her position(s)? Defend your answer with arguments.

3. Use the Tri-council Policy Statement to assess the moral (and scientific) validity of the Tuskegee syphilis study
