2. Describe both the informal and formal charges made against Socrates in the Apology. Provide a detailed analysis of Socrates’ response to one of these charges.

3. Describe two of the definitions given of piety in the Euthyphro. Provide a detailed analysis of the way(s) in which Socrates shows these definitions to be inadequate.
