As stipulated in the course outline, you can choose either to write a second test (Nov. 8) or an essay. If you write the essay, which is also due on Nov. 8, you are excused from that class, except at the beginning when you must submit your essay. In addition to referring to relevant class readings and discussion, your essays must involve some research outside of the required readings in the course. In particular, I want you to refer to a minimum of three sources outside of class readings in your essay. Although I do not care which citation style you choose, you must pick one and use it (e.g., Chicago Manual of Style; Modern Language Association style (MLA); American Psychological Association style (APA)). Please feel free to drop by to see me if you want to discuss your essay.

Write a five-six page typed essay (double spaced, 12 point font) on one of the following assertions. You can argue either in favour of or against the assertion, but remember in either case, what I am looking for, in terms of content, is that you display an understanding of the material you have read on the subject, and that you present me with arguments. Your opinions are fine but need to be defended by arguments in order to be convincing (and to receive good grades).  Of course, you will also be graded on your writing skills.
